ReJoyce! Bloomsday 2012 Observed 

 Bloomsday commemorates that day in Dub-
lin, June 16,1904, which is immortalized in 
James Joyceôs Ulysses. 

  The afternoon tea at the Coral Gables Li-
brary on Saturday June 16, featured James 
Kelly, who performed admirably with his fid-
dle before an appreciative audience of 19. 
Mary Ann and Oliver Kerr dressed appro-
priately in 1900-era frock, black suit and 
bowler hat. Mary Ann and Carroll Cameron 
provided whiskey cake, soda bread, home-
made cookies and genuine Irish tea. 

  In the evening at Books and Books, there 
was a large audience of 50. The readings 
from Ulysses were done by Doug Yoder; 
Oliver ; and the soliloquy by Imelda Wel-
lington,  the professional actress; were very 
good! The group then marched around the 
block in an informal parade to JohnMartins, 
led by piper Robin Lockhart , Oliver and 
Mary Ann Kerr as Leopold and Mollie 
Bloom and accompanied by Brian Kerr and 
Ed Fierro on the bohrans (Irish drums). 
JohnMartins had a splendid buffet arranged 
for the group and the craic extended well into 
the evening hours.

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Poetry Corner 

          Padraic Colum (1881-1972) was 
born Patrick McCormac Colm in County 

Longford, the son of a workhouse master. As a nov-
elist, playwright and poet, he was a considerable fig-
ure in the Irish Literary Renaissance. He married 
Mary Molly Maguire in 1912 and emigrated to New 
York two years later. He and his wife taught com-
parative literature at Columbia University from 1939 
to 1956; in 1958 Columbia honored him with a doc-
torate.  He died in Enfield, Connecticut and was bur-
ied in Sutton, County Dublin. 

... As kids in Armagh in the 1950s we learned his 
poem, The Old Woman of the Roads. I remember 
my father singing this romantic old song (below) 
often in the evening back home in Armaghé.
