      Revenue is raised in the following 
ways: 

a.     Sale of Festival Ads $15,000 

b.     County and City Grants $7,500 

c.      Bar Operations $5,000 

d.     Vendor Fees $1,500 

e.     Other $1,000 

  If we donôt sell enough Festival Ads, 
County and City Grants are less, the bar 
doesnôt sell the volume, or less vendors 
apply, then we must tap into the on -hand 
cash to fund the current Festival.  

  So if you like a challenge, and seek no 
remuneration, then we can provide you 
with a great opportunity to achieve self-
satisfaction.
